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Instruction manual for electrical work rubber gloves
(Please read before use for your safety)

1. Before use

Before use, visually check the outer and the inner surface of the rubber gloves for cracks, breaks, tears and other damages,
as well as its dryness state.

Furthermore, pressurize the gloves with air and check for presence of pinholes, etc.

When using the rubber gloves, please make sure that it is used below the working voltage, with protective covers worn on
the outside of the rubber gloves.

Please refrain from exposing the rubber gloves unnecessarily to heat and light or placing it in contact with oil, grease,
turpentine, pure alcohol and strong acids, since these will cause damage.

Please do not fold the gloves into two as this will speed up the deterioration of rubber.

2. Inspection after use and preservation method

After use, conduct a visual check for damages and tears, and in case there are oil stains, etc., either wipe or wash off using
a cloth or diluted detergent, then rinse thoroughly and let it dry sufficiently in the shade.

Avoid storage close to artificial heat sources, such as radiators, and store in a relatively cool, dark place unaffected by
humidity, oil, chemicals, etc. Do not bend, apply pressure or expose to ozone sources such as direct sunlight and artificial
lights, and each pair should be stored in a dedicated storage box or a bag under natural conditions.

Avoid direct sunlight, high temperature, humidity, load, deformation, ozone, and chemicals and store in a well-ventilated,
cool, dark place in a state where its original form will be maintained. Do not store in locations where ozone is easily
generated, such as in testing rooms, power receiving and transforming room, and distribution rooms.
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
