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1 Introduction

This instruction manual is for ELM electronic tape dispenser,
TDAO8O0 & 150 series. Refer to following comparison for differences of each model:

( Curls, strong adhesive, thick, slippery, generate statics, non-adhesives or elastic. )

- Do not use unit under direct sunshine.

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7 Maintenance

7.1 Replacing cutter blade

Cutter blade is consuming parts. Replace it in accordance with worn out.

&Warning Do NOT touch blade edge.

A Caution Make sure to turn main power OFF.
